Advent, like Remembrance, is also a period of active reflection, a 
season of quiet expectation and waiting. Light years from the

came seeking us, our here and now will be changed. Priorities we 

thought were so significant are placed within their true 
perspective.   Britain is blessed to be experiencing an extended 

period of relative calm and prosperity, and this is true even in the 
current economic climate (you don't have to go far in this world 
to see first hand depravation and true poverty), yet God wants so 

much more for us all. Jesus came with the explicit mission to 
liberate us and give us hope. Yet from the beginning the forces of 

the powerful started circling around trying to squeeze out hope, 
justice and love, until finally at Easter, might thought it had won. 
So let us stop and remember the one who gave His all for us, and 

let this truth effect our today in light of the knowledge that full 
peace and prosperity, the Shalom of God, has been won for us at 

the greatest cost. And with this knowledge move forward with 
confidence and joy, recognising that in Christ our today need not

True Stories 

A personal tribute by the Editor. 

Way back in 1980 an advert appeared in the Christian Press 
for a new holiday venture in Wales called "All Age Christian 

Ministries". It was one of those ads that appealed. In fact it 
was so strong that we applied and went in 1981, just to 

see! So we met for the first time Glyn Morgan and his wife 
Joan and family and Rosemary Jones, his P.A. and musician 

and the then hotel manager. 

This all came about by an ACT OF FAITH. The hotel 

belonged to the Baptist Fellowship and was up for sale. Glyn 
hadn't any money, but took over the hotel by agreeing to 

pay for it out of the profits of his holidays. 

We enjoyed the holiday, fellowship and Glyn's ministry so 

much that we took a party from the church back the 
following year. Hilda was part of that party. On the first 

occasion over a hundred people went and on the second 

about eighty. People came from all over the country and 
coach trips were arranged to places of interest in Wales. 

It was in the early eighties that people were going abroad 
for their holidays (Wales was usually very wet!), so Glyn 

advertised a holiday to Majorca; 500 applied and went. The 
hotel in Wales was gradually wound down and sold and 

holidays abroad took off. Destinations were to again 
Majorca, Austria, Israel, Malta, Cyprus, Ibiza and Spain. We 

had the privilege of going to Israel with a party of 150 
strong. The tours were called "Where Jesus Walked". Every 

holiday had a Bible theme running through it at morning 
and evening devotions. 

Last year we went on a holiday to Cyprus and the theme 
was "Be Joyful". 

Some time later Glyn started his reunion weekends in 
various parts of the country. Every year one weekend was 

held in Bournemouth. We attended most of these over a 
period of some 20 years. 

This is a very short tribute to Glyn's ministry. He had a 
newspaper "Alive News". 

He had just started preparing Christian programmes to be 
broadcast on Sky TV He ran "A Mission to England" 

campaign. There was no end to his ministry. 

It was while on a holiday this September that Glyn wasn't 

well and had to return home on the Sunday. (We actually 
started the holiday going Monday to Friday). And that was 

the end of our 28 years of association with All Age. 

Sadly Glyn passed away 6 weeks later having been 

diagnosed with advanced liver cancer. 

A very humble, family man, who loved God's word and 
brought it alive with his preaching. He baptised many in the 

river Jordan and brought many closer to God. Over 300 
people from far and wide attended his funeral in Wales. We, 

like so many others will miss him very much and I'm sure 
the Lord would have said; 

"Well done, my good and faithful servant".
